 CALCP and CWMA have again partnered to provide a way for members to dump their clean, triple 

rinsed, punctured chemical containers into a dumpster to prevent them from ending in the landfill.  The 

dumpster will be available this spring and summer at various locations throughout the metro during regular 

business hours Monday through Friday from mid-spring through October.  It will be locked and the staff at the 

various locations will have the key. 
 
 ñFunds raised from our successful Field Day held last September are paying for the dumpster to be 

available.  So far folks have been responsible about making sure the containers are cleaned according to the 

law and pleased to have a place to take the empty containers.  We as an industry need to let the public be more 

aware of our efforts to be ñgreenò not just with the proper use of chemicals, but with their disposal as well,ò 

said Rick Roehm, Sales rep for Helena Chemical CO.
